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On August 10, 2009 OMAFRA launched a new program called the Farm 
Innovation Program (FIP), part of the Innovation and Science Suite of programs 
under Growing Forward. This program is designed to increase the development, 
adaptation, assessment and adoption of on-farm innovative technologies that 
help agricultural producers respond to changing demands.  

Funds are available to non-supply managed farm organizations (as designated 
by the Ontario Agricultural Commodity Council). While individual farmers and 
groups of farmers can apply, they must do so in partnership or collaboration with 
an eligible organization. Interested farmers with project ideas should contact their 
respective organization. Project submission decisions are based on 
organizational priorities and expected benefits to the sector.  

The Farm Innovation Program will provide funding for applied research and on-
farm demonstration projects that support the adoption of innovative, on-farm 
technologies in Ontario. FIP projects will develop and demonstrate innovative 
technologies that can benefit the majority of producers within a specific 
commodity group. Successful proposals will have a detailed knowledge transfer 
plan that will ensure widespread information distribution.  

The Agricultural Adaptation Council is delivering the Farm Innovation Program, 
and will make the funding decisions with support from FIP Sector Committees. 
The FIP uses the same delivery model as the Canada-Ontario Research and 
Development (CORD) Program, which was successful in supporting industry 
driven research projects for over 10 years. The program gives commodity 
organizations an active role in determining how research dollars will be spent. 
The result is that funding decisions reflect sector-wide needs and projects 
provide benefits to all producers.
