Once you’ve completed the 
GYFP workshop, your farm business 
may be eligible to apply for the 
following cost-share programs:

Farm Financial Assessment
An advisor will review past financial performance, 
analyze the current business situation, discuss 
objectives and help to identify options to meet 
profitability goals.

Agriculture Skills Development
Access farm-related training and skills 
development opportunities that will support 
greater farm business viability.

Advanced Business Planning
Work with an advanced planning consultant 
to develop a detailed business plan focused 
on areas such as succession, marketing, 
diversification or expansion.

Business Plan Implementation
Cost-share funding can assist in the 
implementation of one-time non-capital costs 
that are part of your Advanced Business 
Plan such as specialized contracts, business 
agreements, certification and graphic design.
